– The Town of Pike Road, located just outside of Montgomery, will soon become 
the first city to bring an EnergyKey Demonstration Home to Alabama. 

Developed by the Home Builders Association of Alabama (HBAA) in partnership with the Alabama

Demonstration Home voluntary program gives Alabama a statewide energy efficiency plan developed 
by builders, for builders. The program stresses agreement with established energy benchmarks, with 
expansion to include water and waste reduction features, creating a truly “green” home potential.

The home will highlight new and original green products such as BluWood, manufactured exclusively 
by Edgefield Lumber Company headquartered in Loxley, Ala.
